By-Laws of the Lake Dubay Sailing Association

Written 1992, Revised 2003, 2013
Article I

Name and Authority

Name:  The name of this organization shall be the Lake DuBay Sailing Association.  It shall also be known as LDBSA, and known herein as LDBSA or Association.

Article II

Purpose and Objective

The LDBSA is a group of sailors from Central Wisconsin wishing to share our knowledge and enjoyment of sailing with others.  Through our activities and services, we provide the opportunity to enjoy the waters of Lake DuBay, meet new and interesting people, and challenge the mind and body while preserving the surrounding environment.

Article III

Membership

Section 1. Membership: 
A membership shall consist of a family unit and all its unmarried children 
under the age of eighteen (18) as of January 1 of each year or a single person eighteen (18) years of age or older as of January 1 of each year.  The family unit’s membership shall consist of those persons listed on its annual LDBSA membership form.

Such memberships are entitled to all LDBSA privileges, including the right to one (1) vote, to propose applications for membership, to hold office, and to moor their own boat on LBDSA controlled property.

Section 2. Responsibilities: When participating in LDBSA activities or services, or communicating with LDBSA members, a member shall conduct themselves in a manner that best embodies the purpose and objectives of LDBSA.

Article IV

Fees and Dues

Section 1.  Establishment of Amount of Dues:  Establishment of the amount of dues will be determined by the Board of Directors.

Section 2.  Racing Dues:  An additional fee will be assessed for each boat participating in the race schedule.  This fee is to be determined by the Board of Directors.

Section 3. Boat mooring Fees: A yearly mooring fee will be assessed to members that choose to moor their boat(s) in the LDBSA dry-sail boat yard. Such fees, and the timing of payment of fees will be determined by the Board of Directors.

Section 4. Payment of Dues:  Payment of dues is for a period of one year from June 1 to May 31 of the following year.

Article V

Officers

Section 1.  The Commodore:  Commodores shall exercise the powers and perform the duties assigned by the By-Laws and be the Chief Executive Officer of LDBSA and as such subject to the By-Laws, shall generally supervise the management of its affairs.  They shall have full power to enforce the provisions of the By-Laws.  They shall preside at the Association meetings and shall be the chair of the Association’s Board of Directors.  They shall appoint all necessary committees and shall perform such other duties as are usually incident to the office.

Section 2.  The Vice Commodore:  Vice Commodores shall perform such duties as may be assigned by the Commodore or by the Association’s Board of Directors within the terms of the By-Laws, and shall perform such other duties as are usually incident to the office.  They shall discharge the duties of the Commodore whenever, in the discretion of the Board of Directors, the disability of the Commodore makes such services advisable.  They shall chair the race committee, which will be responsible for the race season and for the annual Governors Cup Regatta.  They shall be a member of the Board of Directors.

Section 3.  The Secretary/Treasurer:  Secretary/Treasurer shall keep a record of the proceedings of all meetings of the Association and of all other matters of which a record shall be ordered by the Association’s Board of Directors, and all members of committees of their election or appointments and shall issue notices of all special meetings.  They shall collect and disburse all funds of the Association which shall be open to inspection of any member of the Association’s Board of Directors. They shall make annual reports upon the condition of the Treasury and at such other times as shall be requested by the Association’s Board of Directors.  They shall maintain an inventory of all LDBSA owned real property and intellectual property by type, quantity and location. They shall perform such other duties as may be assigned to them by the By-Laws of the Association, or are usually incident to the office.  They shall be a member of the Board of directors.

Section 4.  The Director:  Directors shall perform such duties as may be assigned to them by the Commodore or by the Association’s Board of Directors within the terms of the By-Laws, and shall perform such other duties as are usually incident to the office.  They shall chair the Social Committee which will be responsible for the planning of all social events for the season.  They shall be member of the Board of Directors.

Section 5.  The most current Past Commodore is invited to be in attendance at Association Board of Director meetings.  They will provide insight and advice and are also allowed one vote.  They shall perform such duties as may be assigned to them by the By-Laws of the Association, or are usually incident to the office.  They shall be a member of the Board of Directors.

Section 6.  Elections:  Nominations for officers will be taken at the annual fall business meeting.  The slate of officers will be selected by majority vote of the members present.  Voting will be by ballot or voice vote at the discretion of the presiding officer.

Section 7.  Term of Office:  The officers shall be elected by the membership of the Association to serve for a period of one (1) year and thereafter until their successor is duly chosen.

Section 8.  Vacancies:  In case of any vacancy in any office, it shall be filled by appointment of the Commodore for the remainder of the unexpired tern and thereafter until a successor is elected, except that in the case of a vacancy occurring in the office of the Commodore, the office shall be assumed by the Vice Commodore.

Article VI

Board of Directors

Section 1.  Composition of the Board:  The Commodore, Vice Commodore, Secretary/Treasurer, Director, and immediate past Commodore of the association shall comprise the Board of Directors.

Section 2.  Powers:  Between meetings, the administrative power of the Association shall be vested in the Board of Directors.

Section 3.  Quorum:  At least 3/5 of all Board of Directors must be present to form a quorum at Board meetings.

Article VII

Standing Committees

The Association membership, duly assembled, or the Board of Director or Commodore, from time to time, may create standing committees and define their powers and duties.

Article VIII

Special Committees

Either the Association membership, duly assembled, or the Board of Director or Commodore, from time to time, may create special committees and define their respective powers and duties.

Article IX

Meetings

Section 1.  Full Membership Meetings:  Full membership meetings will be held each Spring and Fall.

Section 2.  Board of Directors Meetings:  The Board of Directors will meet as needed to fulfill the responsibilities as set forth in the Association By-Laws.  Such meetings will be announced by the Commodore.

Section 3.  Special Meetings:  Special meetings of the full membership may be called by the Commodore upon the written request of a majority of the Board of Directors or at least seven (7) members.

Section 4.  Quorum:  A majority of members will be needed to form a quorum.  A majority of the members present at the quorum will carry the vote.

Article X

Corporate Year

The Corporate year for the Association shall be from October first until September 30.

Article XI

Fund Raising

All fund raising activities will be approved by the Board of Directors.  Funds raised will remain the property of the Association and will not benefit any individual member.

Article XII

Amendments to By-Laws

These By-Laws may be amended, but only by a two-thirds vote of the full membership of the Association.

Article XIII

Liabilities

No member of the Association shall have the authority to incur any indebtedness or pecuniary obligation for which the Association shall be responsible except to the extent previously authorized by the Association, or by the Board of Directors.

Article XIV

Dissolution

In the event of dissolution of this Association, the disposal of all assets in excess of liabilities shall be to a similar organization as recommended by the Board of Directors.  In no event shall any assets of the Association inure to the benefit of its members.

Article XV

Adoption

These By-Laws will be adopted upon approval by an affirmative vote of the majority of the active membership present at a scheduled meeting.
